INTRODUCTION

The Clark County Land Reutilization Corporation (Land Bank) is seeking proposals from qualified firms (“Firm”) with proven experience in commercial snow removal services for the ‘Upper Valley Mall’ property which is located at 1475 Upper Valley Pike, Springfield, OHIO 45504 (Property ‐ Exhibit “A”).

The Clark County Land Reutilization Corporation (CCLRC) was established under Ohio State legislation that allows counties to create a non-profit land bank tasked with the acquisition of blighted, foreclosed, vacant, and other non-performing property in order to find strategic reuses of the property. The CCLRC is the current owner & operator of the Upper Valley Mall.
The Clark County Land Reutilization Corporation will review and may select one firm. CCLRC reserves the right to accept or reject any or all submittals, and waive technicalities or irregularities if such action is believed to be in the best interest of the CCLRC.

UPPER VALLEY MALL DESCRIPTION

The Upper Valley Mall, located at 1475 Upper Valley Pike, contains approximately 640,000 square feet of gross space and is located on approximately 63.59 acres of land. The Upper Valley Mall remains open with tenants leasing space within the Mall property, as well as tenants leasing free standing property located outside of the main Mall. 

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Scope of Service (Initial Triggers):

Parking Lot Areas - As Per Exhibit A:  Dispatch when Snowfall is expected to be at or over 1”-2”.  Salt application as necessary.  
Note:  Snow removal and salt application must be accomplished prior to 8:30 AM in the event of snowfall during the night and must continue throughout the day as required.

Follow-Up Services:

Parking Lot Areas – As Per Exhibit A:  Additional clearing of snow to continue every additional 2”.
Note:  Snow removal and salt application must be accomplished prior to 8:30 AM in the event of snowfall during the night and must continue throughout the day as required.

CONTRACT/AGREEMENT TERMS

Contract/Agreement Terms:

The proposed contract for services shall be for the period of November 15, 2020 – April 15, 2021.  The proposed contract will be subject to the CCLRC Board approval.

Contract terms applicable to the Firm will include but are not limited to the following:

Business Tax Registration and Business license requirements;
Liability insurance requirements;
Workers’ Compensation insurance requirements;
Scope of work;

Agreement Requirements
The terms, conditions, specifications, stipulations and requirements stated in this RFP, and any and all Addenda issued by CCLRC shall become part of the Agreement entered into between the CCLRC and the Awardee, unless otherwise determined by the CCLRC per the Agreement provisions. The Awardee, as determined by the CCLRC, shall be required to execute the written Agreement to furnish all services required. No Awardee shall obtain any interest or rights in any award until the CCLRC has executed the Agreement. The CCLRC reserves the right to require any modification, or modifications to the Agreement terms if the modifications are deemed to be in the best interest of the CCLRC and do not substantially change the scope of the award. 

Authorization/Permits
The Awardee must have current licenses, permits, fees and similar authorizations required by Clark County, Ohio and the State of Ohio to conduct business and provide awarded goods and/or services to the CCLRC and, upon the request of the  CCLRC, must provide  copies of or alternative evidence acceptable to the CCLRC of all licenses, permits and fees as being paid and current that are required to do business by the county and State for the type of business they are seeking to provide to the CCLRC. Awardee will maintain all such licenses, permits, fees and similar authorizations current for the duration of the Agreement term.

Governing Law
Any Agreement resulting from this RFP shall be governed by, construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Ohio without regard to the conflicts or choice of law principles thereof. The parties irrevocably consent to the jurisdiction of the State of Ohio, and agree that any court of competent jurisdiction located in Clark County, State of Ohio, shall be an appropriate and convenient place of venue, and shall be the sole and exclusive place of venue, to resolve any dispute with respect to the Agreement.

Method of Compensation:
Method of compensation will be in accordance with terms and conditions of a successfully negotiated Agreement for Professional Services.

Contract Award:
The contract, if awarded, will include the Scope of Work as negotiated between CCLRC and the selected Firm.
